Discussion — Why each book requires ‘prophetic purpose’ - affecting how we study
Objective analysis vs. Subjective Interpretation

Book appears to be 9 chapters of genealogies / followed by history of Davidic Kingdom
Most similar to select sections from Sefer Shmuel & half of Sefer Melachim

V. Historical / Prophetic backdrop - for book's composition
Challenges of Second Temple Period - will Am Yisrael recover/ return?

Prophets Chagai & Zecharya / Historical background - Sefer Ezra
List of Persian Kings found in standard History Books:

538 Cyrus vnid - famous declaration allowing return to Zion

530 Cambyses XRWYNNX [?] - building freeze

522 Darius | wIMT [492 Battle of Marathon] - allows construction of Temple

486 Xerxes VWINIYNX [479 Battle of Salamis]

465 Artexerxes NROWNMIX [Ezra/ Nechemia]



Chagai - opening line- encouraging people who have ‘given up hope'l
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= hence, the need for inspiration!
What can we learn from building the First Temple
[we can learn from positive efforts as well mistakes]
In light of this, let's study the book:

(What stories are quoted, and which ones are skipped)
See DH I 29:29-30 re: how book was composed/ redacted

VI. Text 'trivia’ and key differences with other books

. Note the "toladot” in chapter one / 'stripped version' of Breishit, but thematic!
. Note focus on 'kingship’ - from kings of Edom to Kingdom from Yehuda (chap/2-3)
chapter 2 - solves Chumash riddle re: Yair taking the Gilad for tribe of Menashe:
. chapter 3 - we find Davidic dynasty all the way till “shivat tzion" = Zrubavel
chapter 5 - who is the ‘first born' = "bechor” - Reuven, Yosef, or Yehuda?
chapter 6 - lots of detail of families of the Levite and kohanim, till Yehozadak
chapter 9 - shivat tzion, then switches to details of Leviim, from Davidic times
. from chapter 10 FOCUS on King David & JERUSALEM - prove

Chapters 21 thru 29, exclusively mikdash related

29:10 - ONLY classic 'blessing’ in entire Tanach!
some 'bad stories’ about King / Mikdash- Yoash (24:20-22) & Uziyahu (26:16-21),
in DH II, great Passover's, Menashe repents, grand finale: Mikdash related

Compare with finale of Sefer Melachim, where King returns
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VII. Why David can't (or can) build the Temple

Note the theme of "shem Hashem"
Why David is chosen, in contrast to Shaul / pro's & con's of Kingship

VIII. Psukei d'zimra, and how Sefer Tehillim began
