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Moses received the Torah from Sinai and transmitted it
to Joshua; Joshua to the elders; the elders to the
prophets; and the prophets handed it down to the men of
the Great Assembly. They said three things: Be
deliberate in judgment, raise up many disciples, and
make a fence around the Torah.

The men of the Great Synagogue instituted for Israel the
benedictions and the prayers, as well as the
benedictions for Kiddush and Havdalah

The Men of the Great Assembly fasted 24 days to ask
that those who wrote Torah scrolls, tefillin, and mezuzot
would not become rich, because if they would, they
would stop writing

Why (were the dots were inserted?) Ezra reasoned
thus: If Elijah comes and asks, “Why have you written
these words?” | shall answer, “That is why | dotted these
passages.” And if he says to me, “You have done well in
having written them,” | shall erase the dotes above them
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6. Talmud Bava Kamma - 82a
The following 10 laws were legislated by Ezra:

1. That the Torah be read publicly at Mincha on
Shabbat

2. That the Torah be read publicly on Mondays and
Thursdays

That Courts be held on Mondays and Thursdays
4. That clothes be laundered on Thursdays

That garlic be eaten on Fridays

The Torah read on Mincha of Shabbat — for the
shopkeepers ...

Originally it was ordained that one man should read
three verses.... Ezra enacted that three men should read
[a minimum of three verses each] with a minimum of ten
verses in total.

... Clothes be laundered on Thursdays — for the honor of
Shabbat

Garlic eaten on Friday night — for the "mitzvah" of sexual
pleasure
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7. Talmud Shabbat 123b

Our Rabbis taught: At first they [the Sages] said: [Only]
three utensils may be handled on Shabbat [and all
others are forbidden]: a fig-cake knife, a soup-pot ladle,
and a small table-knife ...

... Rabbi Chanina said: This Mishnah was taught in the
days of Nechemia the son of Chakalya, for it is written:
“In those days | saw in Judea some treading
winepresses on Shabbat, and bringing in sheaves”.
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8. Midrash Sechel Tov

[When] the festival of Rosh Hashana falls on Shabbat
[the shofar] is not sounded. ...R. Zeira who says: It was
a decree of the Men of the Great Assembly regarding
Shofar, Lulav and Megilla, lest a person take it in his
hand, and go to a teacher to learn [how to perform the
mitzva], thus he will carry it four cubits in the public
domain.
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
