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Yehoshua Ch. 2.1 (Shiur 5)

“Spies 2.0”

Talmud Kidusshin 38a

It is taught in another baraita: Moses died on the seventh of Adar,
and he was born on the seventh of Adar.

From where is it derived that Moses died on the seventh of Adar?
As it is stated: “So Moses, the servant of the Lord, died there”
(Deuteronomy 34:5), and it is written: “And the children of Israel
wept for Moses in the plains of Moab thirty days” (Deuteronomy
34:8). And it is written: “Now it came to pass after the death of
Moses, the servant of the Lord” (Joshua 1:1), and it is written:
“Moses, My servant, is dead; now arise, cross this Jordan” (Joshua
1:2). And it is written: “Pass through the midst of the camp and
command the people, saying: Prepare your victuals, for within three
days you are to cross the Jordan” (Joshua 1:11). And it is written:
“And the people came up out of the Jordan on the tenth day of the
first month” (Joshua 4:19). Subtract from the tenth of Nisan the last
thirty-three days, you learn from here that Moses died on the
seventh of Adar.

Yerushalmi Shabbat 1:8

Since so we find that Jericho was only conquered on the Sabbath,
as it is written, so you shall do during six days. And it is written,
and on the Seventh Day you shall circle the city seven times. And it
is written, until it is conquered, even on the Sabbath.
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Megillah 3a-3b
The angel said to Joshua:

Yesterday you neglected the
afternoon daily offering [due
to the battle] and now, at night,
you have neglected Torah
study. Joshua said to him: For
which of these sins have you
come? He said to him: I have
come now. Immediately “And
Joshua lodged that night” (8:9)
“in the midst of the valley
[ha’emek]” (8:13), and Rabbi
Yohanan said: It teaches that
he spent the night in the depths
[be 'umeka) of halakha.
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
