And | will speak to you from above the kaporet. And in another
place it says (Va-yiqra 1:1): And Ha-shem spoke to him from the
Ohel Mo'ed saying... This is the mishkan beyond the veil. When
two passages are found contradicting each other, a third
passage comes and settles [the contradiction] between them.
And when Moshe came to the Ohel Mo'ed, and heard the voice
speaking to him from above the kaporet, etc. [B-Midbar 7:89]
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A3. Ibn 'Ezra, Shmot 25:22

And | will be met.... | don't understand how this verse is
contradictory to the later verse: And Ha-shem spoke to him
from the Ohel Mo'ed saying... [Va-yigra 1:1] For the term Ohel
Mo'ed contains the mishkan and everything in it, and there is
no need [for a third verse] to settle [any contradiction.]

Migdash — a term for a fixed place/mo’ed where [God] would
sanctify/mitqadesh and attend them for a prepared matter, as
it is written: And | will meet/no'adti there for Bnei Yisrael.

R. Yehuda bar Simon said: Moshe heard three things from the
mouth of the Mighty which startled him and took him aback.
When He said to him: And let them make me a miqdash and |
will dwell among them, he said: Master of the Universe, see,
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the heavens and the heavens above cannot contain You
(Mlachim | 8:27). He said to Moshe: It is not acccording to how
you reasoned it. But rather, [make] 20 panels to the north, and
20 to the south, and eight to the west, and eight to the east,
and | will reduce My Presence and dwell among them, and it is
written: And | will be met there with you and | will speak to
you...

It is taught in a braita: From where [do we derive] that a
distance higher than ten hands-breadth is another domain?

And it is written (at the end of Parshat Yitro): You
have seen that | have spoken with you from the heavens. Just
as the speech referred to there is from another domain, even
so the speech referred to here is from another domain.

R. Huna said: There are verses written about this principle. It is
written: And | will meet you there and | will speak with you
from above the kaporet. And it is learned that the Aron was
nine hands-breadth high and the kaporet one; see, there was

the house which King Solomon built for Ha-shem was 60 amahs
in length and 20 in width, and 30 amahs in height. And in the
end it is written (Yeshayahu 66:1): Thus said Ha-shem, the
heavens are My throne and the earth is my footstool. Where is
the house that you would build for Me?...

Ten miracles were done for our ancestors in the Beit ha-
Miqdash... (8) [The worshippers] stood pressed together and
prostrated themselves with ample space...
