Shmot 20, 1-14

Devarim 5, 5-18
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Shmot 16, 23-26: a day
of rest, a holy Sabbath to
the Lord...six days you
shall gather it and on the
seventh day it is Sabbath;
there will be none of it
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Shmot 5, 9: let the work become
weighty upon the people and
they will engage in it and not
have time to be occupied with
false [sheker] matters

(1) God spoke all these matters, saying:

Shmot 24, 10: They saw the God of Israel and
under His feet was like a configuration of sapphire
brick and like the very heavens in purity
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“God has spoken once, but | have heard it twice. Might belongs to God (Psalms 62,12).
God spoke once at Mount Sinai and we heard His words twice, once in the book of
Exodus and once in Deuteronomy” (Batei Midrashot, Part 2, Tehillim)
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You shall not desire in Devarim
versus the sin in Kivrot Hataava
(Graves of Craving)
Bamidbar 11, 4.34: The mob that was in
their midst expressed a craving; and the
children of Israel responded and wept as
well and said: Who will feed us
meat?...He called the name of that place
Kivrot Hataava because there they
buried the people that lusted.
Devarim 9,22: In Tavera, and in Masa
and in Kivrot Hataava, you enraged the
Lord.
Devarim 12,20:When the Lord your
God will expand your border as He
spoke to you and you will say: | will eat
meat, because your heart will desire to
eat meat; with all your heart’s desire
you may eat meat.
Devarim 14,26: You shall spend the
silver for whatever your heart desires,
for cattle or for sheep or for wine or for
intoxicating drink or for whatever your
heart shall wish and you shall eat it there
before the Lord your God and you shall
rejoice, you and your household
