They sow fields and plant vineyards that
yield a fruitful harvest. 38. He blesses them and they multiply greatly; He does not let their cattle dwindle, 39. But then their
numbers are diminished and they are brought down with distress, sorrow and anguish. 40. He pours contempt upon the wealthy
and makes them lose their way in a trackless wasteland; 41. He gives shelter to the needy from affliction, and turns their families
into flocks. 42. The upright see this and rejoice; the mouth of iniquity/all wrongdoers is stopped. 43. The wise man will take note
of these matters; he will ponder the kindness of the Lord.
